INVITATION
During the 10th International Symposium on Buckwheat in Yangling, the International Buckwheat Research Association decided to hold the next 11th International Symposium on Buckwheat at the All-Russia Research Institute of Legumes and Groat Crops (Orel, Russia) in 2010.

We have the honour to deliver this information to all members of IBRA and other researchers working on buckwheat all around the world.

Buckwheat is a traditional crop in the Russian Federation. Its planting areas are more than one million hectares annually. Orel Province has remained one of the largest buckwheat producers since the 19th century. Orel is an old Russian city with the population of almost a half of million people. It is situated 400 kilometers to the south of Moscow. 

The All-Russia Research Institute of Legumes and Groats Crops is a leader among breeding institutions of Russian Academy of Agricultural Sciences. Buckwheat breeding has been carried out there since its foundation in the fifties of the 20th century. Our Institute hosted the 4th International Symposium on Buckwheat in 1989. The Institute closely cooperates with the Orel State Agrarian University. 

The founder of the Orel buckwheat breeding school was Professor Nikolay Valeryanovitch Fesenko. More than 20 cultivars grown on 50% of the areas under buckwheat in Russia were developed by N.V. Fesenko and his colleagues. 

All participants of the 11th International Symposium will have a good chance to learn about buckwheat researches, see and enjoy beautifully flowering buckwheat fields. All guests and participants of the 11th International Symposium will have an opportunity to explore Russian cuisine, visiting the Spasskoye-Lutovinovo Memorial Estate of the great Russian writer Ivan Turgenev and other historic places.

We will do our best to make the next 11th International Symposium on Buckwheat a success, so that all our guests could have a rewarding experience and comfortable stay.

THE CITY OF OREL
Orel was founded in the autumn of 1566 by the order of the Tsar Ivan IV to defend the southern borders of Muscovy from the attacks of Crimean Tatars. With the expansion of the Russian State, the lands surrounding Orel were transformed into arable lands. Nowadays, Orel is the centre of Orel Province, being a large industrial and agrarian centre. The city of Orel is located in the central part of the Middle Russian Highlands within the forest and steppe zone. Orel Province covers the area of is 24,700 km2. The most part of the province’s territory is under agricultural production. Annually, Orel Province produces more than 2 mln tons of grain, 1 mln tons of sugar beet, 0.5 mln tons of potatoes, 0.2 mln tons of milk, and 0.1 mln tons of meat. Buckwheat cultivation occupies in Orel Province about 60,000 hectares annually. Railroads and motorways connect Orel with Moscow and the Ukraine, Baltic Sea and Volga Region, making the city an important transport junction. The lives and creative works of many famous Russian writers and poets are connected with Orel Province: I.S. Turgenev, N.S. Leskov, L.N. Andreyev, F.I. Tyutchev, I.A. Bunin, M.M. Prishvin and others. In Orel Province there is a memorial museum of the great Russian writer Ivan Turgenev. In Spasskoye-Lutovinovo he spent his childhood and created most of his literary works. Surrounded by a picturesque park, the estate restores the life of noble families of the19th century. The museum has the status of a state memorial and a national park.

The symposium invites buckwheat researchers, growers, seed farmers, processors, commercial producers of buckwheat and buckwheat family of products; nutrition specialists and all those who are interested in buckwheat as a valuable food crop. Every participant will have an opportunity to present the results of his/her work, get acquainted with contemporary level of research on buckwheat and exchange research information with colleagues.

TRANSPORTATION
Orel is situated 400 kilometres southwards from Moscow and 150 kilometres eastwards from the city of Bryansk. Moscow – Orel trains depart daily from the Kursk Railway Station. It takes 6-7 hours to get to Orel from Moscow. 

The fast train Moscow –Orel –Moscow is available (cost of the one-side ticket is € 15)

Train 826: Orel (7:12) – Moscow (11:48).

The most comfortable night train: (cost of the one-side ticket is from € 15 up to € 40)

Train 603: Moscow (23:43) – Orel (6:25)
Train 604: Orel (23:00) – Moscow (6:11).
Organizing committee may purchase the train tickets in advance, if needed.

All participants will be met at the Airports (railway stations) of Moscow on July 18-19 and transported to Orel by bus or train. Travel from the Airport to the railway station takes about 3 hours (in Moscow), from the hotel to the railway station (in Orel) – half of an hour.
VISA
A valid passport and visa are necessary for entry into the Russian Federation. Please consult the nearest Russian Embassy or Consulate at your country for visa requirements.
A special invitation (original) issued by an Office of the Federal Migration Service of the Russian Federation is necessary to get a visa to the Russian Federation. To receive an official invitation participants should send a scanned copy of his/her passport and some other additional information to the Organizing Committee. Upon receipt of your registration form, registration fee and personal information from participants, the Organizing Committee will have a formal invitation issued (it takes about one month). The original of this invitation will be sent to every participant by mail together with the third circular.  Please do not be late with your registration and payment of registration fee.
